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	Temporary Housing Assistance Program (THAP)
THAP, created through the passage of H.B. 3226 by Representative Jerry Madden, provides temporary housing assistance at no cost to certain individuals who are awaiting release from TDCJ.  The program applies only to individuals who are approaching their mandatory supervision release date and to those who have been approved for parole but who are awaiting a halfway house placement.  THAP provides temporary housing assistance and a plan for food, hygiene items, and clothing to individuals in their Legal County of Residence (LCOR).  The amount of payment covered through THAP may not exceed the cost that TDCJ would pay to incarcerate an individual for the same time period that the payment is issued for.  Individuals participating in the THAP will never be required to pay for services.  Because TDCJ does not incur those types of expenses for individuals released under a “serve-all” sentence or for those who have housing provided by their family or friends, the program applies only to those individuals described above.  
There is no application process to be considered for THAP and potential participants are screened weekly by the Release and Placement Unit.  Participants will be required to actively seek employment while in the program, must adhere to the housing provider’s terms and conditions, and must be able to secure stable employment and housing after the three-month term of the program has expired. 

Commonly Asked Questions:
Who do I contact about the housing assistance program?

How do I apply for the program?
There is no application for the housing assistance program.  You will be contacted directly if you meet the eligibility requirements for the program.  
Is there a list that I need to get my name on?

There is no list that you must be on in order to receive housing assistance.  Again, eligible individuals are screened and contacted by the Release and Placement Unit.  
Can the program be used to pay my family or friends for letting me stay with them?

No, the program is not designed for use in private settings such as a family member or friend’s home. 
How are the funds distributed?

THAP will not utilize a debit or credit card system.  Payment for services rendered by the provider will be made by TDCJ directly to the provider.
